We do not recommend emailing the application as it requires provision of your Social Security Number and most standard email platforms are not encrypted for security.

If you have not done so already, you should complete the following to assist you as you make plans to pay for college:
Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and have it sent to FSCJ (school code 001484).Complete the Florida application for Bright Futures, which will also take you into consideration for need-based state grants .Complete your declaration for in-state residency.  Please remember to include copies of your documentation.
