It is the Demand Response side. If you register with them and call at least 3 days in
advance, they will pick you up at your house and take you wherever in Nassau County that
you need to go (and possibly even into Duval Co.) They can also schedule continuing
rides. The fee is $2, but can be waived if you do not have the money to pay. Ifit is a
school-related need, the FIT program may be able to pay the fee. These rides run from
5am until 6:30pm, Monday through Friday. Students 16 years or older may ride without a
